15-point checklist for Nazarene Missions International presidents 

"Help! My local church just elected me Nazarene Missions International president. 
What am I supposed to do?" 

How do you know if you are fulfilling the purpose of the local church missionary program? Use this 
checklist to determine what you should be doing as a church missions leader. 

With God's help, I will 

1. Build rapport with my pastor, local council and other local church missions presidents. 
2. Communicate regularly with my pastor and missions committee or council concerning major 

emphases and upcoming events. 
3. Enlist the aid of my district missions president and district NMI council when I need information, 

inspiration, or advice. I will strive to be a "team player" on my zone and district. 
4. Pass along exciting missions news from my church to area and denominational church leaders. 
5. Submit year-end reports on time. 
6. Prepare for missions council meetings with an eye to effective reporting and input, vision casting 

and team building, planning and implementing. ] 
7. Hold missions council members accountable for their assigned promotional emphases and other 

assignments 
8. Provide ongoing training to council members, giving them written job descriptions and providing 

resources materials including examples of what has been successful. 
9. Emphasize the importance of Mission Priority One, urging my church to exceed expectations in: 

a. Spreading missions information 
b. Mobilizing prayer support  
c. Funding missions efforts through sacrificial giving 
d. Involving children and youth in missions activities 

10. Set goals for my church — with the input of the pastor and council — for each of the major NMI 
missions emphases and keep those goals before my congregation. 

11. Assure my church's participation in each special emphasis, making sure that all missions 
offerings are sent in on time.  

12. Support goals set for Nazarene children and youth and challenge my church to include the 
young people of the church in our mission plans 

13. Work with the missions council to guarantee informative, exciting, fast-paced, people-involved 
regular missions services. 

14. Assure that our church has places for missions promotion (Social Media, bulletin board, 
newsletter, and displays) and that missions is presented creatively to our congregation in an 
attention-getting manner 

15. Ask God daily for passion, wisdom, creativity, and strength for my missions task.

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HISTORY OF NAZARENES MISSIONS INTERNATIONAL 

 

Nazarene Missions International (NMI) traces its origin primarily to the Association of 
Pentecostal Churches of America (APCA), when in April 1899, the Womanôs Missionary Society 
(WMS) was founded.  

The WMS was officially recognized as an auxiliary organization of the Church of the Nazarene 
in 1915 at the fourth General Assembly. It was recommended that there be an organization in 
each local church to increase knowledge and interest in missions by prayer, by obtaining special 
speakers, and by keeping in touch with the missionaries; and to cooperate with the (local) 
Church Board in raising their apportionments (for missions).  
 
The name of the ministry has changed over the course of its history:  

1928ðWomanôs Foreign Missionary Society (WFMS),  

1952ðNazarene Foreign Missionary Society (reflecting the introduction of men, youth, and 
children into the organization),  

1964ðNazarene World Missionary Society,  

1980ðNazarene World Mission Society (reflecting the international aspect of the organization),  

2001ðNazarene Missions International (NMI).

TOP 5 NMI AREAS OF IMPACT 

 

Nazarene Missions International focuses on five strategic areas where the local 

church can have maximum impact on missions in the Church of the Nazarene. 

The first is prayer. NMI gathers believers together for prayer in the local church, linking 

us to our brothers and sisters in Christ across the globe. 

The second is the World Evangelism Fund, which fuels the Church of the Nazareneôs 

mission by combining gifts from each person and church to fund ministries everywhere.  

Through the Alabaster Offering, the third emphasis, ministries around the world 

receive funds to purchase property and buildings. 

The fourth is to engage children and youth through education and fostering calls to 

missions. 

Links, the last area of emphasis, strategically connects Nazarene missionaries and 

Nazarene churches through prayer, personal contact, and generous giving.

1. Prayer 

Remember your missionaries throughout the year in prayer. Many are often 

facing troubled times in the places in which they serve. They seek to be 

peacemakers and agents of transformation. They need your support 

through intercession. 

The Prayer Mobilization Line (PML) is a weekly publication focusing on the 

prayer needs and praise reports for the global ministries of the Church of 

the Nazarene and our missionaries. It is available in English and Spanish.

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2. Alabaster 

The Alabaster Offering provides funds for property and buildings 

around the world. While we understand the church consists of the 

people of God and not a building, buildings erected for the 

purpose of ministry help provide a sense of permanence, 

functionally enhance ministry efforts, and convey an attitude that the 

Church of the Nazarene intends to "put down roots." Alabaster funds help provide land 

for many Work & Witness projects, and the entire Alabaster Offering goes toward the 

purchase of land and construction of churches, schools, medical facilities, and homes 

for missionaries and national workers. 

The Alabaster Offering gets to the mission field via several avenues. The most widely 

used is the Alabaster Box. Individuals are challenged to regularly contribute the cost of 

items they desire but do not need. The boxes also serve as reminders to pray for those 

people who will benefit from Alabaster buildings. 

Traditionally in September and February, the money is collected, however churches 

may receive Alabaster at any time in the year. Be sure your remittance is marked as 

Alabaster so that proper credit can be given for your offering. 

 

 

3. World Evangelism Fund 

The World Evangelism Fund fuels the Church of the Nazareneôs 

mission by combining each personôs and churchôs gift together to fund 

ministries everywhere. Every church is asked to give a portion of their 

yearly funds for the purpose of making Christlike disciples in the nations or 5.5%. 

Some churches choose to raise funds through the Easter Offering and Thank Offering 

for the World Evangelism Fund. These two offerings happen every year, and 

Stewardship Ministries provides promotional and informational resources to help 

churches communicate the offerings to their congregations. Churches also use Faith 

Promise pledges to raise funds throughout the year. We encourage churches to actively 

engage their congregations in understanding and giving toward mission work through 

the World Evangelism Fund. Many churches choose to invest more than the required 

5.5% goal toward ministry, and those gifts make a huge difference.  

A church that gives 5.7% or more in the convention year gains Church of Excellence 

status.

4. Engaging Children and Youth in Missions 

Local churches can engage children and youth in missions through 

education, by their participation in mission services, and reading 

missionary books, or using the Kidz Missions curriculum and also by 

assisting, encouraging, supporting, fostering, and praying for youth 

who feel the call to the mission field. If you have someone in your 

church sensing a call to the mission field, please send their name to 

your district NMI president. 

 

 

5. Links 

Links is a network of personal connections between missionaries and 
Nazarene districts around the world. Participating missionaries are 
assigned to districts to help foster a personal connection between 
missionaries and the local church. A Links relationship fosters a 
sense of involvement with Nazarene Missions through regular 
correspondence from missionaries, updates from their field of 

service, and presentations by their Links missionary when they are on 
home assignment. 

 

¶ Make personal contact with the missionary at the email address provided. 

¶ Learn as much as possible about the missionary and the field they serve on. 

¶ Introduce the missionary to your church. 

¶ Share about your church with the missionary. 

¶ Pray for each other regularly. 
 
 
Your church can also send financial support to any (non-Links) Nazarene missionaries 
in the field. If you do so, those funds go to that missionaryôs deputation account . 
Giving for deputation can be done online on the missionaryôs individual webpage or sent 
in by your church treasurer to the General Treasurer.  
 
However, if the missionary is assigned to our district as a Links missionary, be sure to 
make that distinction when submitting the funds. Links funds can be sent to the General 
Treasurer or to the District NMI Treasurer, who will in turn forward it to the global office. 
Not all missionaries visiting our district on home assignment are our Links missionaries. 
Rocky Mountain District has 2 assigned Links missionaries. (See pages 13 &14)

The cost of placing someone on the Memorial Roll is USD$75. You will receive a 
certificate that fits into a standard 8"x10" frame. Duplicates of the certificate are $25 
each.

CRISIS CARE KITS 

 

A great way to encourage people to participate is to put the list of items needed into a 2-gallon ziplock 

bag and then hand them out after church or during Sunday school.  Just remind everyone to bring them 

back the following week.  You will have a great response with this method.  

 INSTRUCTIONS 

 Crisis Care Kits are made by Nazarene volunteers and are a tangible way that people can get involved in 

the disaster response process.  Thousands of Crisis Care Kits are made, stored, and distributed globally 

each year as needs inevitably arise around the world. 

 Here are the instructions for gathering and sending CCK’s. 

1. Gather new items in quantities listed. Assemble Crisis Care Kits (CCKs) and seal the Zip-loc bags.  

Include only those items listed on the inventory. Deviating from this list can cause an entire shipment to 

be rejected in customs. Set the CCKs in groups of 6 to determine the number of banana boxes needed. 

 2. Obtain the banana boxes from your local grocery store. Banana boxes provide uniformity, eliminating 

wasted space in   shipping. 

 3. Cut the heavy brown paper (usually found in the banana box) in half and tape half on the bottom of 

the box and the other half inside the lid. (Cardboard could be used in the same way.) 

 4. Fill each box with 6 CCKs—no more, no less. Inventory must match what is in the box. 

 5. After packing the banana box, place Crisis Care Kits Box Inventory inside the box. Using strong 

packing tape, cover the holes in the top and the bottom of the box. Then tape the box securely shut. 

Please leave box handles open, which makes it easier to load and unload. 

 6. Do not insert money or extra literature (including anything with the church’s name on it, notes, etc.) 

in the CCKs or banana boxes. 

 7. Please put both “To” and “From” addresses on the box. 

 8. Do not wrap banana boxes in brown paper or contact paper. The wrapping tears or hangs on the 

rollers of conveyors. Do not put filled banana boxes inside another box.

Å 1 Beanie Baby-size stuffed toy
